The speaker

Trân-Thi-Kim-Diêu, a graduate in Pharmaceuti-
cal Engineering, has served as a volunteer in
various capacities for the French Section, the
European Federation (EFTS), and the Naarden
Centre (ITC). She is the current re-elected
Chairperson of the Council of the EFTS.

From 1991 till 1999, she regularly gave program-
mes in Eastern European Countries including
Russia and the Ukraine, helped publish theo-
sophical literature in local languages since 1992,
and helped found the first TS lodge in Russia in
1999.

In addition to conducting seminars in various TS
branches in Europe and giving a monthly course
at HQ in Paris (since 1987), she has lectured at
Summer Schools, Congresses and Conven-
tions, the European School of Theosophy, the
Krotona School (1996, 2002, 2007), the School
of the Wisdom at Adyar (1997), the School of the
Wisdom at Naarden (2003, 2006) and a retreat
at Naarden (2007). She went on a lecture tour in
New-Zealand (1999) and Australia (2005).

By road: Take Exit Bussum/Naarden off Motor way
A1 between Amsterdam and Amersfoort (or Hilver-
sum). Then use the map below.
By air: Fly into Schiphol Airport, Amsterdam. Buy a
railway ticket to station Naarden/Bussum at the
railway station of the Airport. Take a train to
Naarden/Bussum, and from there go by regular taxi
to the ITC (see below).

By rail: Buy a ticket to station Naarden/Bussum.

From the railway station: Take a regular taxi, the
OV-taxi (you need to make a reservation beforehand),
or a bus (Regioliner 100; from busstop Flevolaan it is
a 20 minute walk).
