Tran-Thi-Kim-Diéu, a graduate in Pharmaceutical
Engineering, has served as a volunteer in various
capacities for the French Section, the European
Federation (EFTS), and the Naarden Centre (ITC).
She is the current re-elected Chairperson of the
Council of the EFTS and General Secretary of the
French section.

From 1991 till 1999, she regularly gave program-
mes in Eastern European Countries including Rus-
sia and the Ukraine, helped publish theosophical
literature in local languages since 1992, and
helped found the first TS lodge in Russia in 1999.

She
went on a lecture tour in New-Zealand (1999) and
Australia (2005).
